Abstract:

The course "Development, management, and reporting of research projects" aims to provide doctoral
students with systematic knowledge and practical skills necessary for the effective development,
management, and reporting of research projects funded by national and European budgets. The course
covers topics related to the essence of funding, the role and functions of the EU budget as a
fundamental basis for obtaining grants and support from the Union, as well as the specific
characteristics of fundamental research projects funded by the National Science Fund. The course
provides knowledge on the stages of development, application, management, and reporting for
projects funded through the national budget, European funds, and framework programs. The focus is
placed on cost eligibility, accountability procedures, and the requirements for the visualization and
dissemination of research results.

The course is suitable for doctoral students from various scientific fields who wish to develop and
enhance their competencies in research project management and reporting.
